Below you will find information about visiting Omaha MEPS. Please read it in its entirety before 

your visit. 

 
Viewing the Oath of Enlistment ceremony: 

• Active-Duty applicants who are about to ship to basic training as well as National Guard and 

Reserve applicants are authorized two adult guests to attend their Oath of Enlistment. Guests 

under the age of 18 do not count toward an applicant's two visitors. Additional visitors require 

prior approval from the MEPS.  

• Guests are allowed in the MEPS 30-minutes prior to the ceremony. Oath times vary 

throughout the day. 

• Applicants will contact their guests approximately 30 minutes prior to the Oath of 

Enlistment ceremony. Please remain nearby the MEPS to ensure timely arrival. 

• Guests must exit the MEPS following the ceremony. 

• Disruptive guests will be asked to leave. 

 
Getting here 

• Omaha MEPS is in a commercially leased building.

• Requirements to get inside the building. 

o All guests must present government identification to security personnel and 

submit to an airport style security screen. 

o Entering the building routinely takes 3-5 minutes but could take longer. Please 

plan accordingly. 

 
Parking 

• Omaha MEPS has a small, no-fee parking lot at the front of the building. There is no 

overflow parking. Guests are encouraged to carpool to minimize the demand for parking 

space. Do not park in the UBA or DiVenture parking lots or your vehicle may be towed. 

 
Security 

• Provide a valid, physical or official digital I.D. (photos of I.D.s are not acceptable). 

o Acceptable - Driver's License, State I.D., Passport, City I.D. (or other I.D. 

specified in UMR 601-23, available here) 

o Minors must be accompanied by an adult. They do not require I.D.

and bag check. 

o To decrease check-in times, guests are encouraged not to bring bags. 

• Guests must sign in and out on a visitor log and wear a visitor badge while at the MEPS.
